After the strong expansion in the German-speaking area over the 

past years, Romantik primarily expands in the European neighbouring 

countries this year. Along with the new business year starting 1. October 

the membership of Romantik Hotels & Restaurants International grows 

about 15 new businesses up to almost 200 members.

In Austria two new houses complete the cooperation: Romantik Hotel

In Switzerland there is Romantik Hotel Villa Carona in Ticino, Romantik
